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Welcome to the RSS spreadsheet package

This package of documents, which includes an ‘RSS spreadsheet’, is provided free of charge as a guide or aide to assist certain types of manufacturers to comply with the EMC Directive. You should adapt it as appropriate to your EMC compliance regime. 

If you don’t have the necessary EMC skills or expertise, make sure to involve someone who has. If following the self-declaration to standards route (Article 10.1 in the EMC Directive 879/336/EEC) you will need a great deal of EMC expertise to use this spreadsheet. 

If following the technical construction file (TCF) route (Article 10.2 in the EMC Directive) make sure that your chosen EMC Competent Body is aware that you intend to use this spreadsheet technique, understands the technique, and is happy for you to use it as part of a TCF’s “technical argument” very early in the project before you become committed to this method. If your Competent Body doesn’t think the method is appropriate you may need to use a different approach, although you may prefer to find out if another Competent Body is happy for you to use this method.

The RSS spreadsheet is completely unprotected, so you can modify it as you wish to best suit your needs.

Installation

This package is designed to be used within the Microsoft Office environment, or by using the Word, Excel, and PowerPoint applications.

Word 6.0, Excel 5.0 and PowerPoint 4.0 (or later versions of these products) are required to be able to take full advantage of this RSS package.

This package has been compressed using WinZip and its filename is “RSS Jun 02.zip”

Use WinZip to decompress it and place the separate files where you want them to go. We recommend keeping them in a separate directory named RSS.
